MASS INTENTIONS IV Sunday of Easter  
“I am the good shepherd; I know my sheep 
and they know me” John 10:11, Dear broth-
ers and sisters in this fourth Sunday of Easter, 
we celebrate the Good Shepherd Sunday. Je-
sus is the Good Shepherd alive, and we are 
his sheep. To listen to his voice is to recog-
nize his authority and his importance, to com-
mune with his message, to be guided by him 
and to know how to distinguish his voice 
among the thousands of voices that summon 
us from everywhere. 
Belonging to the flock of Jesus is an honor, a 
privilege. He knows each one of us better 
than we know ourselves. 
In the Gospel, Jesus is also compared himself 
to the door of the sheepfold, and he is the 
shepherd of the sheep, the only one who is 
recognized by the one who guards the door 
and lets them in. Whoever comes in his name 
and whoever brings the same attitudes of the 
good shepherd can also enter this fold. Jesus 
says: “I assure you that I am the gate of the 
sheep”. 
In this world in need of good shepherds, let us 
ask the Lord that there are many willing to 
serve in the Church in the pastoral ministry, 
and that they can identify with Christ to say 
with him: “I have come so that you may 
have life and have it abundantly”.

Queridos 
hermanos y hermanas, en este cuarto domingo 
de Pascua, celebramos el Domingo del Buen 
Pastor.

Escuchar su voz es recono-
cer su autoridad e importancia, comulgar con 
su mensaje, dejarnos guiar por él y saber dis-
tinguir su voz entre las miles de voces que nos 
llaman desde todas partes.

 Pastoral Reference Requests 
In order for the pastor to be able to recom-
mend you, he needs to know you. This is 
only possible if he has personal knowledge 
of your faith practice and involvement in 
the parish; not your relatives, but yourself, 
as this is a personal recommendation.  
The following are required at St. Jude’s:  
 Be (yourself, not your parents or grand-

parents) a registered member of the par-
ish using offertory envelopes for at least 
one year.  

 Be in the parish for participation in Sun 
day/Saturday mass for at least one year 
prior to approaching the pastor.  

 Applicant must be actively involved in a 
parish ministry or volunteer activity for a 
least one year.  requirements before mak-
ing your request. 

It is important for you to know that to be 
hired to teach in any Catholic School 
Board in Ontario as part of your applica-
tion for employment you must provide a 
recommendation letter from your Pastor.
