MASS INTENTIONS The Most Holy Body and Blood of 
Christ 

This is my Body; this is my Blood. My brothers 
and sisters in Christ, this weekend we celebrate 
the Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood 
of Our Lord Jesus Christ.  
Day by day in the whole world the Catholic 
Church celebrates the Holy Eucharist and 
reembraces Jesus’s commandment “Do this in 
memory of me”. Every time we celebrate the 
Holy Mass, we not only celebrate the Liturgy 
but also, we celebrate the sacrifice of Love. On 
the Cross, Christ performed this sacrifice once 
and for all, by giving His Life, and shedding His 
Blood for the forgiveness of our sins. At the 
Last Supper Jesus told the Apostles “This is My 
Blood, the Blood of the new and eternal cove-
nant, which will be poured out for you and for 
many, for the forgiveness of sins, Do this in 
memory of me.” After Jesus’s resurrection the 
apostles celebrated that special invitation “Do 
this in memory of me” and we faithful followers 
continue celebrating the Holy Eucharist, the 
Mystery of Love. The Holy Eucharist is the cen-
ter of our faith. The celebration of Corpus Chris-
ti reminds us to keep Jesus in the Eucharist as 
the center of our lives. Next time when you re-
ceive Jesus Christ in Holy Communion think 
about the sacrifice that He did for you. He wants 
to live in you “he who eats my flesh and drinks 
my blood lives in me and I live in him.” (John

  Pastoral Reference Requests 
In order for the pastor to be able to recom-
mend you, he needs to know you. This is 
only possible if he has personal knowledge 
of your faith practice and involvement in 
the parish; not your relatives, but yourself, 
as this is a personal recommendation.  
The following are required at St. Jude’s:  
 Be (yourself, not your parents or grand-

parents) a registered member of the par-
ish using offertory envelopes for at least 
one year.  

 Be in the parish for participation in Sun 
day/Saturday mass for at least one year 
prior to approaching the pastor.  

 Applicant must be actively involved in a 
parish ministry or volunteer activity for a 
least one year.  requirements before mak-
ing your request. 

It is important for you to know that to be 
hired to teach in any Catholic School 
Board in Ontario as part of your applica-
tion for employment you must provide a 
recommendation letter from your Pastor.
