MASS INTENTIONS 

Palm Sunday  
Dear brothers and sisters, today we 
have begun the holiest of weeks. We 
celebrate the beginning of Holy Week 
called the Triumphal Entry of Jesus into 
Jerusalem. The community of St. Jude 
invites you, your family, and friends to 
join us during the Triduum. The word 
Triduum means ‘the 3 days” and those 
days are: Holy Thursday evening, Good 
Friday, Holy Saturday that is Easter 
Vigil and Easter Sunday the Easter 
Triduum. During these Three Days, we 
enter the central part of God’s plan for 
our salvation. By the entry of Jesus into 
Jerusalem in this Palm Sunday we also 
enter the most important week for us as 
a Catholic. We enter the Paschal Mys-
tery where Jesus Christ who is the Pas-
chal Lamb, saves us by the shedding of 
His blood on the cross. 
During this Holy Week let us be watch-
ful and pray and may the most Blessed 
Virgin Mary, who was present at the 
entry of Jesus into Jerusalem, assist us 
and help us to welcome the Lord into 
all our life.

Cari fratelli e sorelle, oggi abbiamo 
iniziato la più santa delle settimane. 
Celebriamo l'inizio della Settimana 
Santa chiamata l'Ingresso Trionfale di

John Paul II, rosary devotions are 
"among the finest and most praisewor-
thy traditions of Christian contempla-
tion." From its origins in the twelfth 
century the rosary has been seen as a 
meditation on the life of Christ, and it 
is as such that many Popes have ap-
proved of and encourage its recitation.

Mass intentions to be announced on 
weekend masses and the following week 
must be requested by Wednesday of 
each week. We cannot change dates for 
masses previously requested. Thank you 
for your understanding and your co-
operation. 

 

Planning to be a Catholic 
 School Teacher? 

It is critical for you to know that to be 
hired to teach in any Catholic School 
Board in Ontario as part of your applica-
tion for employment you must provide a 
letter of recommendation from your Pas-
tor.  It is highly recommended to contact 
the pastor a year in advance, especially in 
light of the fact that all universities make 
this matter known to every student at the 
beginning of the year. Please plan to have 
a conversation with your pastor early you 
will avoid disappointment and stress at 
the time when applications are to be sub-

mitted.  
The following are required at St. Jude’s:  
 Be (yourself, not your parents or grand-

parents) a registered member of the par-
ish using offertory envelopes (at least 1 
year before the application).  

 Be in the parish for participation in 
Sunday/Saturday mass for a minimum 
of 12 months prior to approaching the 
pastor.  

 Make your request 3 months in ad-
vance. Applicant must be the one mak-
ing the requests.  

 No request by a relative or a parent will 
be accepted. 

The pastor has to be able to recommend 
you, and that is only possible if he knows 
you at the basic level of regular mass at-
tendance. Personal knowledge of the can-
didate’s faith practice is what the pastor 
needs to recommend, not your relatives, 
but yourself, as this is a personal recom-
mendation.
