MASS INTENTIONS 

Palm Sunday  
After the Holy Season of Lent, Holy Week is 
the final stretch of the journey toward Easter. 
At the Easter Vigil, many adults will be reborn 
to the life of grace through baptism, while all 
the baptized will have the opportunity to renew 
our baptism as we celebrate the resurrection of 
our Lord Jesus Christ. 
Before this great celebration, we must com-
memorate the institution of the Eucharist and 
the Priesthood, as well as the Passion of our 
Lord Jesus Christ. Today, the complete reading 
of the Passion according to Saint Matthew is 
proclaimed. 
The Passion had already been foretold by the 
prophets, as, for example, in the passage from 
Isaiah proclaimed today. Jesus himself had also 
prophesied, at least three times, that he would 
have to suffer and die to save us. 
Before his atonement, Jesus said: "Father, 
into your hands I commend my spirit." Dear 
brothers and sisters, I invite you to say to the 
Lord every night before going to sleep: 
"Father, into your hands I commend my spir-
it!"  Have a blessed Paschal Triduum!.

 Pastoral Reference Requests 
In order for the pastor to be able to rec-
ommend you, he needs to know you. 
This is only possible if he has personal 
knowledge of your faith practice and 
involvement in the parish; not your 
relatives, but yourself, as this is a per-
sonal recommendation.  
The following are required at St. 
Jude’s:  
 Be (yourself, not your parents or 

grandparents) a registered member of 
the parish using offertory envelopes 
for at least one year.  

 Be in the parish for participation in 
Sun day/Saturday mass for at least 
one year prior to approaching the 
pastor.  

 Applicant must be actively involved 
in a parish ministry or volunteer ac-
tivity for a least one year.  require-
ments before making your request. 

It is important for you to know that to 
be hired to teach in any Catholic 
School Board in Ontario as part of your 
application for employment you must 
provide a recommendation letter from 
your Pastor.
