MASS INTENTIONS Happy Mother’s Day 
During the month of May we not only celebrate 
the Virgin Mother of God, Mary most Holy, our 
spiritual mother, we celebrate indeed all mothers 
and in them, the gift of maternity.  While we cer-
tainly do not limit our acknowledgment and 
praise of mothers to merely a single day once a 
year, it is important to set aside time to recognize 
all mothers in a special and prayerful way.  
In a General Audience on January 7th, 2015 Pope 
Francis said this of mothers:   
Mothers are the strongest antidote to the spread 
of self-centred individualism. “Individual” means 
“what cannot be divided”. Mothers, instead, 
“divide” themselves, from the moment they bear 
a child.  A society without mothers would be a 
dehumanized society, for mothers are always, 
even in the worst moments witnesses of tender-
ness, dedication, and moral strength. Mothers 
often pass on the deepest sense of religious prac-
tice in a human being’s life, the value of faith is 
inscribed in the first prayers, the first acts of de-
votion that a child learns.  It is a message that 
believing mothers are able to pass on without 
much explanation; these come later, but the seed 
of faith is those early precious moments.  
On this Mother’s Day I wish to extend my warm-
est wishes and abundant blessings on all mothers. 
Thank you for everything you do for your fami-
lies, the Church, this archdiocese, and the world. 
My prayer for mothers today is that you continue 
to live in the grace of Our Lord, labouring in His 
vineyard, giving each day a piece of your heart to 
those around you, and living the abundant life of 
authentic holiness, in imitation of the Mother of 
us all, Our Lady. Please know that you are deeply 
loved and greatly appreciated.

Las madres 
transmiten a menudo el significado más profundo 
de la práctica religiosa; en la vida de un ser hu-
mano, el valor de la fe está inscrito en las prime-
ras oraciones, en los primeros actos de devoción 
que un niño aprende. Es un mensaje que las ma-
dres creyentes logran transmitir sin muchas ex-
plicaciones; estas vienen después, pero la semilla 
de la fe son esos preciosos, primeros momentos. 
En este Día de la Madre, deseo extender mis mas 
cálidos deseos y abundantes bendiciones a todas 
las madres. Gracias por todo lo que hacen por sus 
familias, por la Iglesia, por esta arquidiócesis y 
por el mundo.

 Pastoral Reference Requests 
In order for the pastor to be able to recom-
mend you, he needs to know you. This is 
only possible if he has personal 
knowledge of your faith practice and in-
volvement in the parish; not your rela-
tives, but yourself, as this is a personal 
recommendation.  
The following are required at St. Jude’s:  
 Be (yourself, not your parents or grand-

parents) a registered member of the par-
ish using offertory envelopes for at least 
one year.  

 Be in the parish for participation in Sun 
day/Saturday mass for a minimum of  
one year prior to approaching the pastor.  

 Applicant must be actively involved in a 
parish ministry or volunteer activity for 
a least one year.  

 Please ensure that you meet these re-
quirements before making your request. 

It is important for you to know that to be 
hired to teach in any Catholic School 
Board in Ontario as part of your applica-
tion for employment you must provide a 
letter of recommendation from your Pas-
tor.
