MASS INTENTIONS The Most Holy Trinity  

Today we celebrate the solemnity of the Holy 
Trinity. We celebrate the mystery of God who 
is One and Triune: God the Father, God the 
Son and God the Holy Spirit. 
When we talk about the "Mystery of the Holy 
Trinity", perhaps someone thinks that it is pos-
sible for us to decipher that he is one God, if 
there are three persons. Let us remember that 
the word "mystery" etymologically means 
"plan". It is therefore God's plan, to reveal 
himself to us that we do not have to insert this 
knowledge into our tiny intelligence, but into 
our spirit, which has a great capacity to believe 
and love. 
When Jesus came into the world, he came to 
speak to us about God as his Father and our 
Father, and of the Holy Spirit as the one sent 
by the Father and by the Son. 
Jesus revealed to us that God is a community 
of three persons, an eternal Trinitarian family. 
By revealing to us the mystery of God, Jesus 
also revealed to us the deepest mystery of the 
human being, because we were created in the 
image and likeness of God (Gn 1:26). 
Today that we celebrate this very special Feast, 
I wish you "The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, 
the love of the Father and the communion of the 
Holy Spirit be always with you."

Oggi celebriamo la solennità della Santissima 
Trinità. Celebriamo il mistero di Dio Uno e

inviato dal Padre e dal Figlio. 
Gesù ci ha rivelato che Dio è una comunità di 
tre persone, un'eterna famiglia trinitaria. 
Rivelandoci il mistero di Dio, Gesù ci ha 
rivelato anche il mistero più profondo 
dell'essere umano, poiché siamo stati creati a 
immagine e somiglianza di Dio (Gn 1,26). 
Oggi, mentre celebriamo questa festa così 
speciale, vi auguro che "la grazia del Signore 
nostro Gesù Cristo, l'amore del Padre e la 
comunione dello Spirito Santo siano sempre 
con voi". 
 

Solemnidad de la Santisima Trinidad 
Hoy celebramos la solemnidad de la Santísima 
Trinidad. Celebramos el misterio de Dios, que 
es Uno y Trino: Dios Padre, Dios Hijo y Dios 
Espíritu Santo. 
Cuando hablamos del «Misterio de la Santísi-
ma Trinidad», quizás alguien piense que es 
posible descifrar que Dios es uno si hay tres 
personas. Recordemos que la palabra 
«misterio» etimológicamente significa «plan». 
Por lo tanto, es el plan de Dios revelarse a no-
sotros de tal manera que no tengamos que in-
sertar este conocimiento en nuestra limitada 
inteligencia, sino en nuestro espíritu, que tiene 
una gran capacidad para creer y amar.

  Pastoral Reference Requests 
In order for the pastor to be able to recom-
mend you, he needs to know you. This is 
only possible if he has personal knowledge 
of your faith practice and involvement in 
the parish; not your relatives, but yourself, 
as this is a personal recommendation.  
The following are required at St. Jude’s:  
 Be (yourself, not your parents or grand-

parents) a registered member of the par-
ish using offertory envelopes for at least 
one year.  

 Be in the parish for participation in Sun 
day/Saturday mass for at least one year 
prior to approaching the pastor.  

 Applicant must be actively involved in a 
parish ministry or volunteer activity for a 
least one year.  requirements before mak-
ing your request. 

It is important for you to know that to be 
hired to teach in any Catholic School 
Board in Ontario as part of your applica-
tion for employment you must provide a 
recommendation letter from your Pastor.
